
For chi ldren aged 4–7,  L i tt le Classroom lessons wi l l  be packed with fun books,
start ing with Mrs Armitage on Wheels in Week 1,  then moving on to Mrs Armitage:
Queen of the Road, Mrs Armitage and the Big Wave, Mister Magnol ia,  and Angel ica
Sprocket’s  Pockets.  We’ l l  a lso dive into books based on what the k ids are interested

in,  making sure they fa l l  in love with reading and storytel l ing.

For k ids aged 7+, the focus wi l l  be on developing l i teracy ski l ls  through extracts
from Roald Dahl ’s  books and other fun,  age-appropriate texts.  There wi l l  be lots of

discuss ions,  comprehension quest ions,  and act iv i t ies to help bui ld their
understanding, vocabulary,  and cr i t ical  th inking ski l ls  in a way that feels  natural  and

enjoyable.

Retel l  stor ies in their  own words and express opinions.
Year One Phonic Check Test Support i f  appropriate.   

Age 7 + 
 Reading sess ions wi l l  cover a var iety of  text genres,  including f ict ion,  non-f ict ion,  and

poetry.  Lessons wi l l  incorporate phonics to support decoding ski l ls ,  a long with
comprehension quest ions to develop understanding, inference,  and cr i t ical  th inking.

The focus wi l l  be on bui lding conf idence in reading whi le foster ing a love for di f ferent
types of  texts.

Counting: Numbers to 20.

Operations: Simple addit ion and
subtraction.

Shapes & Measurement: Recognise
shapes, compare size/weight/ length.

Ages 5–7:
Counting: Up to 100, skip counting.
Operations: Simple mult ipl icat ion,

divis ion, and number bonds.
Fractions & Time: Halves/quarters,

tel l  t ime to the hour/half-hour,
recognise coins.

Ages 7+:
Larger Numbers:  Up to 1000, place

value.
Operations: Master addit ion,

subtraction, mult ipl icat ion, and
divis ion.

Fractions & Measurement: Fractions,
decimals,  and measuring
length/weight/capacity.

Time & Problems: Time to the
minute, solve word problems.

Ages 4–5:  Forming letters correct ly ,

writ ing s imple words and short
sentences using phonics,  beginning to
use capita l  letters and ful l  stops,  and

developing penci l  control .

Ages 5–7:  Writ ing longer sentences
with basic punctuat ion,  spel l ing
common words correct ly ,  us ing

descr ipt ive language, writ ing short
stor ies,  instruct ions,  and s imple

reports,  and improving handwrit ing.

Ages 7+: Writ ing structured sentences
and paragraphs,  us ing a wider range

of punctuat ion (commas,  apostrophes,
speech marks) ,  developing spel l ing

strategies,  planning and edit ing work,
and explor ing dif ferent writ ing sty les

such as narrat ives,  reports,  and
poetry.

Let ’ s  Coun t

Ages 4–5:
Reading: Share spr ing-themed picture books (The Very Hungry Caterpi l lar ,  Spr ing is  Here) .

Discuss the changes in nature and animals dur ing spr ing.
Writ ing:  Encourage writ ing about spr ing events (e.g. ,  plant ing seeds,  watching f lowers grow),

create a nature journal ,  or  draw and label  spr ing f lowers.
Maths:  Count the petals  on f lowers,  sort  and compare di f ferent types of  leaves or f lowers,

and pract ise s imple addit ion or subtract ion using spr ing-themed objects l ike Easter eggs or
bunnies.

Ages 5–7:
Reading: Read books about animals and plants in spr ing (The Tiny Seed, What the Ladybird

Heard) ,  and discuss the l i fe cycles of  plants and animals.
Writ ing:  Write a letter  to a fr iend descr ibing spr ingt ime act iv i t ies,  create a spr ing poem, or

keep a nature diary,  not ing changes in the environment.
Maths:  Measure the growth of  plants,  explore symmetry in f lowers and leaves,  calculate how
much water plants need each week,  and pract ise number bonds with spr ing-themed games

(e.g. ,  eggs,  f lowers) .
Ages 7+:

Reading: Read books about spr ing (e.g. ,  Char lotte's  Web).  Discuss the plot,  characters,  and
sett ing,  and make predict ions.  Focus on one character for  a prof i le and explore themes l ike

fr iendship or adventure.
Writ ing:  Write a short  story about a spr ing adventure,  a report  on spr ing weather,  or  a

persuasive letter  about why spr ing is  the best season.
Maths:  Calculate the t ime between sunr ise and sunset,  t rack temperature changes,  and

pract ice fract ions with spr ing fruits  l ike oranges and strawberr ies.
